The second relay will fire on Saturday at 1:00 PM.
The third relay will fire on Sunday at 10:00 AM.

All current N.R.A. conventional pistol rules apply.
Scores will be combined for all relays.
As of July 1, 2008 it is no longer mandatory, but competitors are 
encouraged, to be members of the NRA to compete in this match.

Entry fees will be: For entire 2700 - $45.00
                                    For Two guns (1800) - $35.00

                               For one gun (900) - $25.00
Your $5.50 N.R.A. registration fee and TWO dollar PRPA registration

fee are included in match fees.

N.R.A. classification system will be used. Unclassified competitors 
will fire in the master class.

Temporary scorebooks will be accepted for classification.

Awards:
Open winner will receive 10% of entry fees for that match.
First in class will receive 25% of entry fees for that match.
Second in class will receive 15% of entry fees for that match.
Third in class will receive 10% of entry fees for that match.

Open winners will not be eligible for class awards in that match.

If there are less than 4 competitors in a class, then that class will be 
combined with the next higher class. If there are less than 4 
Masters, they will compete for open awards only.

Competitors will be responsible for posting and repairing their own 
targets.
Competitors will score targets after each target is fired.
Use of scoring plugs is restricted to range personnel only.

Challenges:
A one dollar fee will be charged. If the challenge is sustained, the 
one dollar fee 
is returned to the competitor. The decision of the match director will 
be final.

Directions to Somerset Indoor range.

 From Exit 10 of PA Turnpike, go to the second light, Make 
right 
go through 4 lights pass hospital, do not turn off, follow
approximately another .75 mile range will be on your left. 
Range is 1.5 - 2 miles from toll booths.

 From North follow 219 South to the end of the 4 lane, 
make right 
at stop sign approximately 1.25 miles, you will pass on 
your left 
a business called Baker’s Lawn Ornaments, turn left onto 
the
first road (Stepping Stones Road) follow to the stop sign 
turn right, 
range on your right.

 From South follow 219 North through Berlin to the on 
ramp for 
the 4 lane section of 219 continue past it and follow 
directions from North above.
