JUNIOR 3-POSITION SMALLBORE RIFLE SUMMER CAMP

     The Pennsylvania Rifle & Pistol Association, the National Rifle Association, and the NRA Foundation will again sponsor a 

summer camp for junior shooters.  This camp has been a fixture of summer smallbore activity in Pennsylvania for over 20 years.

THE PENNSYLVANIA LONG RIFLE  

Submitted by Steve Lee Parsons, Director 

 

     The 18th Century, (aka, the ñAge of Enlightenmentò) has always fascinated me.  Just look at the craftsmanship of the art and architecture, 

the classic building styles, the Chippendale furniture, Long Case clocks, accurate pocket watches, the ornate clothing, etc. And, last, but not 

least, this is the era when Pennsylvania gave the world two of the greatest political creations: the Declaration of Independence and the US 

Constitution!   German immigrants to Pennsylvania brought with them the Jaeger Rifles-heavy, short barreled, large caliber firearms.  The 

shortage of lead and powder, plus the need for more accurate weapons, caused the Pennsylvania riflemakersô creation of the Pennsylvania 

Long Rifle.  Starting in the early 1700ôs in Lancaster County, and stretching in an arc from the Lehigh Valley down to the Maryland border, 

self-taught riflemakers created works of art in iron, wood, brass and precious metals. Using native wood, preferably hard curly maple, but also 

cherry, walnut, etc, these craftsmen added as much as 20 inches to the barrel, improved the balance, reduced the weight and caliber and made 

a more accurate firearm that was absolutely essential for providing food and self defense in the Pennsylvania wilderness.  The American fron-

tiersmen had to be fast and accurate in their shooting skills.  Their lives and families depended upon good marksmanship.  The French and 

later, English armies that fought against the American Riflemen called the Long Rifle the ñAmerican Rifleò.  Tales of marksmen hitting en-

emy soldiers and their Indian allies at distances of 200 yards were legendary.  The battle of Saratoga in Oct 1777 probably turned on the 

marksmanship of one of Daniel Morgansô riflemen who shot a British General out of his saddle, helping to win the battle, bring on the French 

alliance, and win American Independence from Great Britain.  Many of the classic flintlock rifles were converted into percussion lock, and 

some were still carried well into the Civil War period.  Sgt. Alvin York learned to shoot using a Pennsylvania style rifle prior to World War 

I.  The so-called ñKentucky Rifleò name is derived from a popular song about the frontiersmen who fought under General Andrew Jackson at 

the Battle of New Orleans, decimating the English troops in a display of marksmanship.  The great state of Kentucky is well known for Bour-

bon and Race Horses, but I doubt there has ever been a Pennsylvania Long Rifle manufactured there! 

     In the 1980ôs I was into the Colonial Reenactor Hobby and wanted a Long Rifle that I could shoot safely, but didnôt want one of the cheap 

foreign made factory guns then available.  I went down to Williamsburg, Va. and talked with the folks at the Gunshop.  The price and waiting 

time for a Williamsburg repro was way out of my budget.  I lucked out and found a local Delaware County riflemaker who made a ñLancaster 

County Schoolò  gun for me, .45 caliber, flintlock, hand carved curly maple stock (the stock blank alone, cost $300), ñswampedò bar-

rel,  ornate brass and silver furniture, etc.  I paid $1300, the price of a good used car at that time.  Today my gun has increased about 5 times 

in value, and Iôve had a lot more fun displaying and shooting it than I would have had from a CD.  Original Long Rifles in good condition are 

well into the six figure price range--an astounding increase in value over the past 25 plus years.  I recently attended a talk by Paul Allison, a 

resident of Gap, Pa. and a custom Long Rifle maker. 

     Paul takes as long as 200 hours to finish a rifle, and is one of dozens of Pennsylvania craftsmen who go each Summer to the Dixonôs Muz-

zleloading Shop  in Kempton, Pa. The Kempton fair has displays of new Long Rifles in various stages of manufacture, including some crafts-

men who use the original style of barrel making, by butt welding a flat piece of iron around a mandrel, rather than machining the bore from 

round stock.  This craft has exploded over the past 30 years, into a growing ñFolk Artò enterprise for Pennsylvania artists.  The demand for 

new custom Long Rifles is growing and many riflemakers have a long waiting list of customers.  

     Pennsylvania State Senator, Pat Browne, sponsored a bill in Harrisburg to make the Pennsylvania Long Rifle our State Gun.  We have 

State flowers, birds, songs, etc, so why not a State Firearm?  Our Long Rifle tradition is, in my opinion, a greater contribution to American 

culture and history than is the Liberty Bell.   

On October 2nd, 2009, the Pennsylvania House of Representatives signed a resolution recognizing the significance of the Pennsylvania-made 

Long Rifle in America.

We may be deep in the throes of winter here in Pennsylvania but weôre starting to think seriously about High Power Rifle and what the up-

coming year has in store.  Before getting into that though, letôs recap some of what has been going on since Camp Perry, August  2009.   

     We have been very busy over 

the past several months working 

towards the goal of putting to-

gether the best Junior High Power 

Rifle Program in the Country.  A 

poll and impromptu vote resulted 

in a new name, The Pennsylvania 

Rifle and Pistol Associationôs 

Junior High Power Rifle Team 

ñThe Steel Eagles,ò or ñThe 

Steel Eaglesò for short.    A more 

distinct identity was needed, and I 

have grown weary of having peo-

ple ask us what our team name is 

when I register at Perry and But-

ner.  Now folks will know who 

we are before they have to ask the 

question.  We are very excited 

about this and have heard nothing 

but positive feedback on the new 

name! 

     Next,, we have been doing an incredible amount of fundraising and work towards securing the ñgroceriesò needed to participate in this 

sport.  Signed on as sponsors are the following companies: Bushmaster, Remington, Geissele Automatics, White Oak Armament, Ray-Vin, 

Nosler, Custom Slings By JHW, Morton Enterprises, Reece Supply, Walter G. Anderson, Shields Service Rifle Slings, along with the PRPA, 

the CMP, the NRA and a host of other enterprises which have generously donated either cash or the commodities which we so badly need to 

participate in this sport.   

     We also successfully completed the Raffle and in doing so we raised over $17,000.  The outlook for our 2010 annual budget is in a word, 

AWESOME!!!!!  Two years ago when I became the Director of this program, the budget was for all intents and purposes $0.  That fi rst year 

the PRPA generously contributed $8,500.  Last year, this was offset with some NRA grants, and our total budget increased to approximately 

$11,500. For 2010, the PRPA Board increased the PRPAôs contribution to $13,500.  The expectation is that this will be offset partly by grants, 

which are expected to be approximately $12,000.  The total Raffle income of approximately $17,000 brought our total expected annual budget 

to nearly $40,000.  This is the most important first step in creating the best Junior High Power Rifle Program in the Country!  

      Along with the fundraising, nearly 400 junior participants have been identified as being interested in our sport.  Of those 400, there are 25-

30 who canôt wait to join our ranks.  The most common comment we heard was, ñI had no idea there was a team like this in PA.ò  This was of 

no surprise as this was the first wholehearted effort to market our program in the greater gun community that I was aware of.  Our marketing 

effort included gun show appearances at Monroeville, Oaks, Valley Forge, Allentown and Greensburg.  All together we visited 6 shows.  We 

met thousands of people, some of whom have offered to help out our program, many of whom expressed an interest in the sport of High 

Power Rifle and we surely made some new friends along the way.  I cannot express my gratitude to the many folks who came out to help us 

with these efforts.  Jim Kirk, Brian Dean, Chris Seitz,  Jack Lee, Bill Gellette, Joel Dutra, Mark Heff, Mike and Patricia Treadway, Greg Vi-

ola, Mike and Tyler  Werner, Joe and Joe Jr. Hendricks, Jeff Guttshall, along with so many others.  We spent thousands of hours selling raffle 

tickets, bringing in new members, and introducing our sport.  We will continue to promote our sport and look forward to meeting more folks 

both on the range and in the convention halls around Pennsylvania! 

     The reason we conducted the raffle was to rebuild the heavily used, vastly inadequate smoke poles we have been using.  Most of the bar-

rels were worn out, triggers in horrible shape and sights wobbly.  The uppers were all replaced with White Oak Armament service rifle uppers 

provided by John Holliger of White Oak Arms for a great discount.  We will also install new, high quality, Geissele Automatics High Speed 

triggers which are coming to us courtesy of Bill and Amy Geissele.  A special note on the triggers:  they are laser engraved with serial num-

bers on one side and with there being extra room on the opposite side, something special was added.  Dick Stempeck, long time Junior Direc-

tor and past PRPA President, who was truly was dedicated to our sport passed away due to failing health on the dawn of the 2008 National 

Championship.  A memorial fund was created in his honor and since this funded the triggers, Geissele engraved ñDick Stempeckò  ñHis heart 

in our Riflesò on the side of the trigger.  The trigger is truly the heart of the gun, and there couldnôt be a better place to memorialize Dick.  

Godspeed, Dick.  Look down proudly on us.  We are also adding to our inventory, scopes, stands, and other necessary items so that each 

member of The Steel Eaglesò will have the proper tools to take to the range. 

      We are welcoming a new leaderðJoe Hendricks, one of the very best riflemen in the country, will be coming on in March as co-Director.  

Joe was the coach of the PRPAôs 2001 National Championship winning Junior team.  It is great to have his skill and talent as a leader.
